A development contribution is a financial charge 
levied on new developments to ensure that any 
party who creates additional demand on local 
infrastructure contributes to the extra costs they 
impose on the community in accordance with 

 QLDC’s development contribution policy. 
This must be paid before a s224c can be issued.

You can request a development contribution 
invoice at any time after the decision and before 
subdivision finalisation.
