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Lower Suburb Street
OPENS MONDAY, 4 NOVEMBER

The flush crossing on Lower Suburb Street is
complete and the road will open on Monday 4
November. The access will be left in and left out only
at this stage. We will need to close this road again
for a few days to lay the final layer of asphalt along
Frankton Road. We’ll keep you updated.

Upper Suburb Street
CLOSED

Concrete is being poured this week on the flush
crossing. Paving will occur next week, followed by
line-marking and finishing touches. The road is set to
open on Friday, 15 November.

Dublin Street
CLOSED FROM MONDAY 11 NOVEMBER

Work to install a flush crossing begins Monday, 11
November. The road will be closed for approximately
4 weeks. Access will be via Sydney/Melbourne
intersection through to Hallenstein Street. We'll update
you with the opening date as soon as we have it.

Melbourne Street
onto Frankton Road

CLOSED FROM MONDAY 4 NOVEMBER

This intersection will be closed from Monday,

4 November to Friday, 11 November to raise
manholes ahead of the final layer of asphalt. Access
to businesses along Melbourne Street remains via
Hallenstein Street.

Frankton Road

Traffic will be on the lakeside of Frankton Road next
week. Please follow the traffic and pedestrian signs
and take extra care.

Sydney/Melbourne intersection

LAKE SIDE ENTRANCE CLOSED
(TOWARDS STANLEY STREET)

The new road surface on the lower section of the
intersection is progressing well. We aim to asphalt the
area next week and have the intersection fully open
by Monday, 11 November.

Henry Street

We are preparing the pavements, kerbs, and road in
this area. Access to businesses is via Gorge Road.
Please follow the traffic and pedestrian signs and take
extra care due to heavy truck movements.

Gorge Road/Turner Street

Gorge Road will close after Marathon weekend from
Monday, 18 November to Friday, 20 December. We
will be installing median islands, raising manholes,
and preparing for the final layer of asphalt. Turner
Street will have a flush crossing installed. Access

will be maintained for residents and businesses, with
one-way exiting out of Gorge Road onto the Shotover/
Stanley Street intersection.

Lower Ballarat Street

We have been installing ducting and begun work to
construct a new outfall structure into Horne Creek.
Stanley Street (SH6A) remains two-lanes with one-
way access only into Lower Ballarat Street. Two-lane
access will be available during Queenstown Marathon
weekend on Saturday, 16 November.
