[1] Glen Dene Limited, Glen Dene Holdings Limited, and Sarah Burdon 

(Appellants) seek to withdraw their appeal against the decision of the 

Queenstown Lakes District Council (QLDC) on the Queenstown Lakes 

Proposed District Plan (PDP). 

[2] The Appellants filed a notice of appeal dated 19 June 2018 in respect of: 

(a) the rejection by QLDC of the Appellants’ submission seeking to 

rezone their property at Lake Hawea campground, being Lot 1 and 

2 Deposited Plan 418972, and Part Section 2 Block II Lower
