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Attachment H – Recommendations for swale planting 
 
The following is a list of species suitable for use in planting/ naturalisation of drain 
swales with flows that are intermittent with an otherwise ephemeral nature.   
 
Fringe = in periodically inundated areas 
Mid bank = areas unlikely to be or only infrequently submerged, moist riparian area 
Riparian shade = able to shelter other species and any areas of residual flow, beneficial 
for inhibiting light demanding weeds, higher, drier, not submerged
